                                           TREKKING  ITINERARY IN KETAMBE JUNGLE 
                                           TAKING TOUR 1 TO 15 DAYS 
( 1 )    For 1 day trekking in ketambe forest
After breakfast is finished at exactly 9 am, we will start moving and get ready to go to the forest. but before we enter the forest we will walk about 15 minutes on the main road and after we will enter the ketambe forest via a small path.
The length of time we walk in the forest in the morning is probably around 3 hours, starting at 9 and arriving at the lunch place around 12:00/13:00.
From 9 a.m. to 12:30 p.m. we walk in the forest and of course we will look for wild orangutans especially and other wild animals too. after we arrived at the place for lunch  next to the river called the river camping ground (gurah river).
we can take a quick shower after lunch is over as we will be resting for 2 hours, probably. Between that you can relax, enjoy the sound of the water and so on, after 2 hours of rest we will return to the forest and trek looking for orangutans, monkeys, birds and others while heading back to the guesthouse. Chances are we will arrive at the guesthouse around 5/6 in the afternoon. before dark, of course.
So from a day of travel it's probably about 6 hours in the morning 3 hours and 3 hours in the afternoon so a total of 6 hours. thanks
 
II. For 1 night 2 days trekking in the ketambe forest
 First day
After breakfast is finished at exactly 9 am, we will start moving and get ready to go to the forest. but before we enter the forest we will walk about 15 minutes on the main road and after we will enter the ketambe forest via a small path.
The length of time we walk in the forest in the morning is probably around 3 hours, starting at 9 and arriving at the lunch place around 12:00/13:00.
From 9 a.m. to 12:30 p.m. we walk in the forest and of course we will look for wild orangutans especially and other wild animals too. after we arrived at the place for lunch  next to the river called the river camping ground (gurah river).
 So we will eat there and spend the night there too. we will take lunch and rest for about 2 hours, of course you can swim because the water is clean and natural, while drinking tea or coffee as well as eating biscuits etc. But after lunch is over we will explore back to the natural forest or in the orangutan territory for around 3 hours to look for orangutans, birds, monkeys, snakes and other animals. We will leave our luggage in the camp so that it is not heavy to carry luggage and it is easier to explore and at 5 or 6 we return to the campsite.  In the evening at the camp, you can take a shower too to clean up because we're probably going to be pretty sweaty!
 Second day (2)
 After breakfast is finished in the forest and we will go to the hot springs to see the hot springs and the scenery all arounf them. We will bathe there in the hot water, taking care to avoid the boiling streams and stay in the mixture of hot and warm water which is  type of natural therapy.  After we take a shower we will return to campsite 1 again for lunch. after lunch is over we will pack up and head back to the guesthouse, we will cross the forest gain but we will use different paths. Sometimes we will also see orangutans, other monkeys if we are lucky again. after that we will arrive at the inn around 5/6 depending on the weather and the situation. thanks
III.)  Untuk 3 hari 2 malam trekking di hutan ketambe tropical rainforest

-    For 1 day trekking in ketambe forest
After breakfast is finished at exactly 9 am, we will start moving and get ready to go to the forest. but before we enter the forest we will walk about 15 minutes on the main road and after we will enter the ketambe forest via a small path.
The length of time we walk in the forest in the morning is probably around 3 hours, starting at 9 and arriving at the lunch place around 12:00/13:00.
From 9 a.m. to 12:30 p.m. we walk in the forest and of course we will look for wild orangutans especially and other wild animals too. after we arrived at the place for lunch  next to the river called the river camping ground (gurah river).
we can take a quick shower after lunch is over as we will be resting for 2 hours, probably. Between that you can relax, enjoy the sound of the water and so on, after 2 hours of rest we will return to the forest and trek looking for orangutans, monkeys, birds and others while heading back to the guesthouse. Chances are we will arrive at the guesthouse around 5/6 in the afternoon. before dark, of course.
So from a day of travel it's probably about 6 hours in the morning 3 hours and 3 hours in the afternoon so a total of 6 hours. thanks

 Second day (2)
After breakfast is finished we will pack all the items such as our tents and luggage,  and go to hotspring, namely campsite 3 and we will spend the night there for the second or last night of 3 track days and 2 nights.
To get there first we will cross the river, which can be  little challenging during the rainy season, but normally is no problem for our guests. The length of time taken from campsite 1 to campsite 3 is around 1-2 hours, not too far.  After arriving at hotspring we will have lunch and rest for about 2 hours and after we will go back into the forest to go around and look for orangutans in the second forest habitat, which is in the hotspring area.
 Third day (3) or last day
After breakfast is finished we will pack all the luggage and move to go to campsite 1 again, for another afternoon. but we will take a different route, the route to come and the route to return. After lunch is over we will head back to the guesthouse. Sometimes we will meet orangutans or other animals on the way home, it all depends on the situation and conditions. We will arrive at the guesthouse around 5 \ 6 in the afternoon . thanks

IV .. 4 days, 3 nights trekking in ketambe forest
- first day ( 1 )
After breakfast finished at exactly 9 am, we started moving and got ready to move towards the forest. But before we enter the forest door, we will walk for about 15 minutes on the main road and after that we will enter the Ketambe forest entrance.
We will walk in the forest for about 3 hours in the morning, and after that we will arrive at campsite 1. We will serve lunch here and also will spend the night here too. We will rest for about 2 hours, while resting you can drink a cup of tea or coffee and biscuits, while enjoying tea and coffee you can also bathe in the forest river. After lunch is over we will start moving again to enter the forest or but our things will be left at the camp so that we can walk more easily and focus more on finding orangutans or other animals. We will trek again for about 3 hours and around 5 we will go back down to the camp.

Second day ( 2 )
After breakfast is finished, we will pack up and head to campsite 4, which will take about 3 hours from camp 1. but before we have to cross the river first and follow the route to campsite 4 (its name is camp tarzan). after we arrive at the place we immediately cook and serve lunch, rest for about 2 hours and after that we will re-enter the forest around this 4th camp. it takes about 3 hours to explore and after that we will arrive around 5 o'clock at the campsite again.
This campiste it is very quiet and only the sounds of birds and monkeys or other wildlife can be heard. Because there are no large rivers but only small rivers. but we can use that water for bathing and washing dishes and stuff. At night sometimes we often listen to the sounds of forest animals. like, mouse deer sound. Birds, orangutans roar sometimes at 3am. bears, leopards and other animals.

-The third day
After breakfast, we will pack up our belongings and will head to campsite 3, which is near the hotspring, we will spend the night there and have lunchat the forest waterfall enjoying he view because it's nice, open an scenic. Of course we’ll bathe in the hot water, too.

-Fourth day 4
After breakfast is finished we will get ready to pack up and head back to campsite 1 for lunch, we will have lunch around 2 hours and after that we will head back to the guesthouse and take a different route through the forest, sometimes while heading home we will see orangutans and monkeys or other animals if we are lucky. and we will arrive at the guesthouse around 5/6 in the afternoon. thank you

· V…. 5 days 4 nights trekking in the Ketambe tropical rainforest
·  First day (1)
· After breakfast is finished at exactly 9 am, we will start moving and get ready to go to the forest, but before we enter the forest entrance, first we will walk for about 15 minutes on the highway and after that we will enter the ketambe / tropical forest door rainforest .
· In the morning we will walk in the forest or labyrinth to look for orangutans for about 3 hours after that we will arrive at campsite 1  and we will have lunch at this campsite. After lunch is over and we have rested for about 2 hours we will re-enter the forest to look for orangutans and other animals, so we will leave our backpacks at the camp. we only carry drinking water cameras etc. so that it is easier and more focused on finding wild animals. We'll be trekking for about 3 hours and around 5/5:30 we'll be back at camp.
· 
· Second day (2)
· After breakfast is finished, we will pack up and head to campsite 4, which will take about 3 hours from camp 1, we have to cross the river  and follow the route to campsite 4 (camp tarzan). after we arrive at the place we will immediately cook and serve lunch and rest for about 2 hours. After that we will re-enter the forest around this 4th camp. it takes about 3 hours to go around and after that we will arrive around 5 o'clock at campsite again. In this campiste it is very quiet, with only the sounds of birds and monkeys or other wildlife being heard. There are no large rivers, only small streams, but we can use that water for bathing and washing dishes and stuff. At night sometimes we often listen to the sounds of forest animals. like, mouse deer sound. Birds, orangutans roar sometimes at 3am, bears, leopards and still other animals

·  third day (3)
· after finishing breakfast we will pack up and get ready to go to campsite 5 its name is (campsite cemian) well,, this campsite is almost the same as campsite 4. because here there is only small river water but it can also be used for bathing and washing dishes or other things. It's a bit cold here and the atmosphere is very quiet, only hearing the sounds of birds, monkeys and others. Well, to go here, of course, we will cross a forest of climbing mountains and also waterfalls and we will have lunch there and rest for a while and after that we will go straight to camp 5.
· There is already a route that has been provided by us, the duration taken there is around 3 hours more or less. And the location here is very flat when we are in the camp area. when we raund after lunch. we only choose one route to go and return, because in this area it is very vulnerable to getting lost, unlike jungle trekking 1-3 days but trekking 5 days 4 nights is really different. Trekking here is a really extraordinary experience, with lots of gibbons, we will hear them singing on the sidelines of the trees, and at night the weather is rather cold because the altitude is almost 1000 meters above sea level, especially in the morning, but we just have to have clothes and sleeping bags and can also make a bonfire at night. This wet forest is safe from fire.

· -the fourth day (4)
· after finishing breakfast we will pack up to go to campsite 3 which is at the hotspring, we will have lunch there and also stay there. we will go down to the hotspring using the same route and it's only a slight climb before arriving at the hotspring.
· In the hotspring, the view is open and beautiful, we can enjoy bathing in natural water, and the hot water comes directly from the ground and rises to the surface and flows simultaneously. And we have provided a bathing place such as an arrangement of stone columns.
